The Scholar Ship is committed to ensuring its student body and staff are as diverse as possible. To make
certain it achieves the socio-economic and geographic objectives of its student diversity goals, it has
established a generous scholarship fund to help make the opportunity of a lifetime a reality for everyone.

Through the Institute of International Education (lIE), The Scholar Ship is awarding fifty 10,000 USD
scholarships for the September 2007 voyage exclusively to students from the Latin America and
Caribbean regions.
